Itis a 1950: Crosley Station Wagon [ —
Crosley, was a small firm from Cincinnati, owned by Powel
Crosley Jr. By 1939, industrialist Crosley had already made
a fortune as aradio and appliance manufacturer. He also
had a passion for cars, and believed that America was ready
for a small economy car. We older folks will remember the
Reds baseball stadium (Crosley Field) that was named after
Powel Crosley Jr.

Crosley Motors Inc was an innovative company who 1948 Crosley
produced cars from 1939 to 1952. Way back in 1947, they “T Bucket”
introduced several firsts, such as the popular term “Sport
Utility Vehicle”.

Other firsts; The first production post war Amer-
ican Sports Car, “Hot Shot”; introduced in 1949, four years
ahead of the Corvette. Crosley was first to offer four wheel
disc brakes on an American built car.In 1947, they were
ahead of the truck market by producing the first full-bed or
fleet-side style pickup.
